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What is Pay-to-Weigh?

Our “pay-to-weigh” truck scales are provided to truck
stops at no charge. The revenue generated is split
with you, the owner/operator of the truck stop.
Although specific contract details may be negotiated
differently for each individual truck stop location, the
basic concept is the same for each. All of the
following and more are provided at not cost to you:

* Installation of a full length, three platform,
certified scale, including building permits,
construction costs, lighting, instrumentation,
scale calibration and certifications.

* Construction of entrance and exit approaches.

* Major and non-routing maintenance, plus routine
inspections.

* Training of your employee to be a licensed public
weigh master, if required.

* Large overhead scale sign to advertise your truck
stop as an Interstate Scales location.

* Miiscellaneous signage to promote the scale.
* Scale tickets.

* Tow-way intercom, video cameras ad monitor for
communication and security purposes.

* Or, you can purchase a scale. The terms are
agreed upon during the initial contact
negotiations and specify a point in time when you
may exercise the option to buy the scale system.

What if you have a Scale?

\We offer a network program allowing you to benefit
from the many services we offer in our standard
agreement. For a much smaller percentage of the
scale revenue, we’ll provide routine maintenance,
emergency service, national advertising, our
standard guarantee and reweigh policy, and supplies
such as weight tickets.

What are your Responsibilities?

You have minimal responsibilities with an Interstate
Scales scale. However, here are a few things that
we rely on you to provide:

* Provide personnel to operate the equipment at
the fuel desk.

* Provide an on-site maintenance person to
perform routing maintenance and upkeep of the

scale.

* Maintain appropriate revenue records, including
daily sales records.

* Supply electricity for the scale.

* Provide adequate space to accommodate all
required instrumentation for the scale.

* Include Interstate Scales logo on your truck stop
outdoor billboard and signage.

* Maintain access to the scale and the site during
construction.

* Allow Interstate Scales to run any necessary
underground conduit.
